Ash Wednesday is February 26t and Lent begins.

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or in a more global sense. For all of us it means bringing
hope to whomever and wherever we can. That means
getting out there.

The Boy Scouts of America have designated the Sunday preceding
8 February, or 8 February if it is a Sunday, as Scout Sundayand
the following Saturday is designated as Scout Sabbath The
United Methodist Church and the Presbyterian Church (USA)
celebrate Scout Sunday on the second Sunday of February as not to
conflict with Transfiguration Sunday.

The day is meant to mark the founding of the Scouts in the United
States. Observation varies by unit and locale. Scouts go to their
places of worship in uniform and help with the service.

In the United States, Scouting has been used by churches,
synagogues, and many other religious organizations as part of their
youth ministries. Approximately 50 percent of all Scouting units
are chartered to religious groups. These observances offer an
opportunity for congregations to honor Scouts and Scouters, as
well as to learn more themselves about the value of Scouting as a
youth program. (Source: Wikipedia).
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In October 2017, The Boy Scouts of America announced that it will be
fully inclusive for girls for the first time in its over 100-year history. The
Boy Scouts, founded in 1908 in Britain and in the United States two
years later, has for decades been one of the country’s most prominent
youth programs focused on character building, teamwork and outdoor
skills.

The organization said that its board unanimously approved the decision

to allow girls into the Cub Scouts program, which will eventually allow

them to earn the prestigious Eagle Scout ranking, after years of requests
from families and girls themselves. The company cited studies showing
that cultural and economic factors made programs that could serve both

boys and girls more appealing to modern families. The changes began in
2018, when girls were allowed to enroll as Cub Scouts.

The Boy Scouts of America, which was the target of progressive ire over
its decades-long resistance to changing rules that prohibited gay scouts
and troop leaders, has made significant moves to open up its membership
in recent years. The Boy Scouts ended the ban on openly gay scouts in
2013 and the prohibition on gay troop leaders in 2015. In early 2017, the
organization announced that it would allow transgender boys in its ranks.

Girls have been allowed to participate in some scouting programs at the
Boy Scouts, but they have not been permitted to join the organization’s
most popular programs, the Cub Scouts and the Boy Scouts, or earn the
organization’s Eagle Scout ranking. Attaining the status of Eagle Scout
is considered a badge of honor that is recognized beyond the
organization: it can help participants get into colleges and open the door
to certain scholarships. “The values of Scouting — trustworthy, loyal,
helpful, kind, brave and reverent, for example — are important for both
young men and women,” Chief Scout Executive Michael Surbaugh said.
“We strive to bring what our organization does best — developing
character and leadership for young people — to as many families and
youth as possible as we help shape the next generation of leaders.”

As the Boy Scouts of America celebrates its anniversary, we salute the splendid
volunteers who serve as Cubmasters, Scoutmasters, and Venturing Advisors,
and in other positions of leadership.

Many volunteers give their time so Scouting's members will be involved in a
quality program. Merit badge counselors help Scouts learn more about vocations
and hobbies. Volunteers see that Scout camps have the necessary physical
facilities and that all camp activities meet the high health and safety standards of
the national organization.

Volunteers serve behind the scenes on committees so that community
organizations using the Scouting program can find the best leadership possible
for the youth related to their organizations. Volunteers, too, provide training for
these leaders and offer a continuing service to every Cub Scout pack, Boy Scout
troop, and Venturing crew. Many men and women offer their services to
Scouting, but more volunteers are always needed to serve as leaders or share
their special skills with young people and other adults. All these people
experience a special sense of achievement through their work in Scouting.

We congratulate all the volunteers who are active in Scouting throughout North
Stonington and want to offer a special prayer and word of the thanks to the
leaders of North Stonington Pack 71 and Troop 71 chartered to North
Stonington Congregational Church.

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Happy GroundHoG Day!

Groundhog Dayis a traditional holiday celebrated on February 2. According to
folklore, if it is cloudy when a groundhog emerges from its burrow on this day,
then spring will come early; if it is sunny, the groundhog will supposedly see its
shadow and retreat back into its burrow, and winter weather will persist for six
more weeks.

Modern customs of the holiday involve celebrations where early morning
festivals are held to watch the groundhog emerging from its burrow. The largest
Groundhog Day celebration is held in Punxsutawney, Pennsylvania, with
Punxsutawney Phil; crowds as large as 40,000 have gathered there to celebrate
the holiday since at least 1886.

The celebration began as a Pennsylvania German custom in southeastern and
central Pennsylvania in the 18" and 19" centuries. It has its origins in ancient
European weather lore, wherein a badger or sacred bear is the prognosticator, as
opposed to a groundhog.

A similar custom is celebrated among Orthodox Christians in Serbia on
February 15 (February 2 according to local Julian calendar) during the feast of
celebration of Sretenje or The Meeting of the Lord. It is believed that the bear
will awaken from winter dormancy on this day, and if it sees (meets) its own
shadow in this sleepy and confused state, it will get scared and go back to sleep
for an additional 40 days, thus prolonging the winter. Thus, if it is sunny on
Sretenje, it is the sign that the winter is not over yet. If it is cloudy, it is a good
sign that the winter is about to end.

In western countries in the Northern Hemisphere, the official first day of spring
is almost seven weeks (46-48 days) after Groundhog Day, on March 20 or
March 21. The custom could have been a folk embodiment of the confusion
created by the collision of two calendrical systems. Some ancient traditions
marked the change of season at cross-quarter days such as Imbolc when daylight
first makes significant progress against the night. Other traditions held that
spring did not begin until the length of daylight overtook night at the Vernal
Equinox. So an arbiter, the groundhog/hedgehog, was incorporated as a yearly
custom to settle the two traditions. Sometimes spring begins at Imbolc, and

sometimes winter lasts six more weeks until the equinox (source: Wikipedia).

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2020 is a Leap Year!!' " 2

A leap year is a year containing one additional day added to
keep the calendar year synchronized with the astronomical
or seasonal year. Because seasons and astronomical events
do not repeat in a whole number of days, calendars that
have the same number of days in each year drift over time
with respect to the event that the year is supposed to track.
By inserting an additional day or month into the year, the drift
can be corrected. For example, in the Gregorian calendar,
each leap year has 366 days instead of the usual 365, by
extending February to 29 days rather than the common 28.
Similarly, in the lunisolar Hebrew calendar, Adar Aleph, a
13" lunar month is added seven times every 19 years to the
twelve lunar months in its common years to keep its
calendar year from drifting through the seasons. The name
"leap year" comes from the fact that while a fixed date in the
Gregorian calendar normally advances one day of the week
from one year to the next, the day of the week in a leap year
will advance two days (from March onwards) due to the extra
day added at the end of February (thus "leaping over" one of
the days in the week). Enjoy your extra day!! (source:
